Material: stool

The result of the mouth sample Z1 was considered with the findings.

pH of the stool: 5.5 (normal 6.2 - 6.8 with mixed nutrition)

10 000 000 - 1 000 000 000 (107 – 109) cells Candida albicans per g/ml stool

Norm range: up to 100 cells per g/ml

Pathogenic secreted aspartic-protease (Sap) has been proved.

Candida albicans is a facultative-pathogenic yeast-like fungus.

It is widespread and the most frequent species isolated from

clinical material.

Mostly it is found on the mucous tissues of the mouth and the intestinal tract.

Most vaginal mycoses are caused by this fungus.

Examination for therapy relevant moulds: nothing abnormal detected.
